Adjusting the Auxiliary Handle

The Auxiliary Handle can be placed
in a variety of positions.

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Changing Drill Bits

CAUTION! Wear heavy-duty work gloves to
provide protection when inserting and removing
drill bits (sold separately). Drill bits become very hot
during use. Do not remove drill bits until the bit has
cooled.

1. Grease the bit’s shank before installing.

2. Pull back on the Chuck and insert the drill bit.

If our inspection verifies the defect, we will either repair or replace the product at our election or we may
elect to refund the purchase price if we cannot readily and quickly provide you with a replacement. We will
return repaired products at our expense, but if we determine there is no defect, or that the defect resulted
from causes not within the scope of our warranty, then you must bear the cost of returning the product.

This warranty gives you specific legal rights and you may also have other rights which vary from state to state.
