HOW TO USE THE LANTERN

The LED lantern offers 10 modes with 3 brightness settings for each of its
3 light colors and an Orange SOS mode.

1. Turn on the lantern by pressing the Lantern Control Button. The
"light" icon will display on the LCD display.

2. To change your light color, press and hold the Lantern Control Button
until the color changes. Hold down again to change to the next color -
Warm > Bright White > Orange.

OR
Short press the Lantern Control Button cycle through the light's
brightness levels - High > Medium > Low.

3. The Orange SOS mode can be accessed by double-pressing the
Lantern Control Button. This can be done whether the light is
off orin use.

NOTE: The lantern default mode is Warm/Medium.
