Follow the
detergent manufacturer’s instructions regarding
the amount of detergent to use.

+ You can use further enhanced water-saving
technology such as “Spin Shower Rinse”. Water
consumption is less than the former models.

+ This appliance is intended to be used in
household and similar applications such as:
(IEC 60335-2-7)

— Staff kitchen areas in shops, offices and other
working environments;

— Farm houses;

— By clients in hotels, motels and other
residential type environments;

— Bed and breakfast type environments;

— Areas for communal use in blocks of flats or in
launderettes.

This may
cause laundry to fly out of the tub during the spin
cycle and damage the clothes or the washing
machine, or cause a water leak.

Installing the Bottom Cover

1.Take out the bottom cover and screw in the accessories bag.

2.Gently lay down the back side of washer on a soft mat or cushion.
(Be careful not to dent the frame.)

3.Insert the attached bottom cover into the hooks of leg by straightly pushing until it
reaches into the back hooks.

4 Fasten the bottom cover with a screw.

5.Gently set the washer upright.

Connecting the Water Supply Hose

1.Check that sealing washers are firmly seated.

2.Attach the curved end of the hose to the inlet valve of the washing machine.
Tighten the coupling nuts securely by hand.

3.Attach straight end of the hose to the tap. Tighten the coupling nuts securely
by hand.

4.Turn on the taps and check for leaks. Tighten the coupling nuts firmly if there
is any leakage. If water pressure is strong, close the water tap completely then
open it slightly.

GENERAL USAGE

1.Preparations

(D Connect and lay down the drain hose.
(@ Connect the water inlet hose to the water tap.

« Before turning on the water tap, make sure the screws are tightened.
If the screws are loose, it may cause water leakage.
® Plug the power cord into a power socket.
@ Put in laundry.

THE PREPARATION OF LAUNDRY BEFORE WASHING

e Make sure that nothing remains in the pocket. (Pin, coin etc. that can possibly
damage clothes or the washing machine, and the extra noise may cause
damage to the washing machine).

e Turn the clothes inside out to get rid of scraps.

e Woolen items like women underwear, articles with embroidery, nylon etc, should
be placed in a laundry net for extra protection.

e Close the fastener and tie loose laces.

e Brush off the dirty parts like dust, sand.

e Put light clothes down. Please pause the operation and push them into the
water when they float up.

e Please separate the washing of white clothes from coloured clothes, coats from

\ underwear. )

2.Add detergent in the detergent dispenser box or directly into the tub.

3.Press the “Power On/Off” button to turn on the power and select the desired
program and/or function.

4 .Close the lid and press the "Start/Pause" button.

CAUTIONS:

e You can use softener, pour the softener slowly to softener dispenser before washing.

e Too much detergent causes poor rinsing and too little detergent causes poor washing
result.

e |f the door of the washing machine is not closed, the washing machine will not be able to
complete the washing process normally and there will be alarm alert.

Preset function

» The delay time is the time from the start to the end of the program.
Reservation time setting range of 1-12 hours.

» Before setting the preset function, first open the water tap, lay down the drain hose, and check
whether the universal joint is tightened to prevent water leakage.

How to set Preset function

1.0pen the door and press the "Power On / Off" button.
2.Add the laundry into the washing tub.

3.Select the appropriate program, function and water level.

4.Press the "Process" button, the "Time Delay" light blinks, press the "Settings" button
to set the delay time.
*Delay time can be set from 1-12hours.

5.Add detergent and close the door.

6.Press the "Start/Pause" button.
« After about one minute, all lights except the program light are off.
(If the child lock function is set, the child lock light is on.)
« To view the selected program, Just press the “setting” button.The selected
program will displayed for 5 seconds.
 To change program, turn off the machine and reset.
« The preset function will be canceled after unplugging power cord or power failure.

Intelligent memory function
It is available for Standard, Quick Wash, Power and Custom programs.
At the end of the last run, simply press the Start/Stop button to memorize the
selected program. Standard, Quick Wash and Power Programs do not memorize
the manual settings and run according to the default program, while Custom

Programs can be run with the same manual settings as the last time.
Double-level power wash

In order to increase the concentration of the detergent, during the washing process, when the water
reaches two levels lower than the set level, washing will start with water continuous inflowing.

Child lock function

Lock the buttons of control panel against improper use (by children) with this function. After the
child lock function is turned on, all other buttons will not respond except the "Power On/Off" button.
* How to set: Press the "Power On/Off" button. After turning on the power, press

and hold the “Water Level” button for 3 seconds until you hear a beep sound, the child lock function
is activated.To cancel repeat the above steps.

Normal function
Itis suitable for daily washing of cotton and linen fabrics, mixed clothes, etc.

Speed Wash function

Itis suitable for the quick washing of clothes with light stains.

Powerful function
Itis suitable for washing severely dirty clothes (such as work clothes, etc.)

Custom function
Itis suitable for daily washing of cotton and linen fabrics, mixed clothes, etc.

TROUBLE SHOOTING GUIDE

When the following problems occur, the microcomputer will detect the abnormal condition
and an electronic buzzer sounds for approximately 10 seconds and the indicators flash as
shown below. At the same time, the washer stops operation.

This is the sound of balance liquid in
balance ring. It is for reducing vibration of spinning.

5.Control panel keeps warm after power off, this is caused by remembering circuitry
working.
