HOW TO MIX FUEL

 Pay attention to agitation.

1. Measure out the quantities of gasoline and oil to be 

mixed.

2. Put some of the gasoline into a clean, approved fuel 

container.

3. Pour in all of the oil and agitate well.

4. Pour In the rest of gasoline and agitate again for at least 

one minute. As some oils may be difficult to agitate 

depending on oil ingredients, sufficient agitation is 

necessary for the engine to last long. Be careful that, if 

the agitation is insufficient, there is an increased danger 

of early piston seizing due to abnormal lean mixture.

5. Put a clear indication on the outside of the container to 

avoid mixing up with other containers.

6. Indicate the contents on outside of container for easy 

identification.

FUELING THE UNIT

1. Untwist and remove the fuel cap. Keep the cap and inlet 

of the tank clean.

2. Put fuel into the fuel tank to 80% of the full capacity.

3. Fasten the fuel cap securely and wipe up any fuel spillage 

around the unit.

1. Select bare ground for fueling.

2. Move at least 10feet (3meters) away from the fueling 

point before starting the engine.

3. Stop the engine before refueling the unit. At that time, be sure 

to sufficiently agitate the mixed gasoline in the container.

FOR YOUR ENGINE LIFE, AVOID;

1. FUEL WITH NO OIL(RAW GASOLINE) – It will cause severe 

damage to the internal engine parts very quickly.

2. GASOHOL – It can cause deterioration of rubber and/or 

plastic parts and disruption of engine lubrication.

3. OIL FOR 4-CYCLE ENGINE USE – It can cause spark plug 

fouling, exhaust port blocking, or piston ring sticking.

4. Mixed fuels which have been left unused for a period of 

one month or more may clog the carburetor and result in 

the engine failing to operate properly.

5. In the case of storing the product for a long period of 

time, clean the fuel tank after rendering it empty. Next, 

activate the engine and empty the carburetor of the 

composite fuel.

6. In the case of scrapping the used mixed oil container, 

scrap it only at an authorized repository site.

 As for details of quality assurance, read the description in 

the section Limited Warranty carefully. Moreover, normal 

wear and change in product with no functional influence 

are not covered by the warranty.

1. Feed fuel into the fuel tank and tighten the cap securely.

2. Rest the unit on a flat, firm place. Keep the cutting head 

off the ground and clear of surrounding objects as it will 

start moving upon starting of the engine.

3. Push the primer pump several times until overflown fuel 

flows out in the clear tube.

4. When the engine is cool, move the choke lever to the 

closed position.

5. Set the ignition switch to the “RUN” position. Release the 

throttle lever and make sure it is fully back.

6. While holding the unit firmly, pull out the starter rope 

quickly until engine fires.

• Avoid pulling the rope to its end or returning it by 

releasing the knob. Such actions can cause starter 

failures.

7. Move the choke lever to the open position. And pull out 

the starter rope quickly to restart engine.

8. Allow the engine to warm up for a couple of minutes 

before starting operation.

1. When restarting the engine immediately after stopping 

it, leave the choke open.

2. Overchoking can make the engine hard to start due to 

excess fuel. When the engine failed to start after several 

attempts, open the choke and repeat pulling the rope, or 

remove the spark plug and dry it.

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ADJUSTING IDLING SPEED

• Before adjusting the carburetor, clean the air filter and 

warm up the engine.

• Idle screw is adjusted in order to ensure a good safety 

margin between idle running and clutch engagement.

 With the engine idling (3000 rpm), the blade should 

not move. We recommend that you have the dealer 

or an authorised mechanic carry out any carburetor 

adjustments.

• Weather conditions and altitude may effect carburation.

• Do not allow anyone to stay close to the hedgetrimmer 

while working or while adjusting the carburetor.

HOW TO USE THE HANDLE

• To reduce fatigue when trimming hedges, the handle can 

be swivelled through 90° to the left or right.

Do not press the throttle during this operation !

Proceed as follows:

1. Free the handle by pressing the locking lever;

2. Turn the handle until the locking lever clicks into place;

3. When the handle is locked in its new position, you can 

apply the throttle again.

You can swivel the handle even with the engine idling 

because the hedge-trimmer is equipped with a blade 

brake that maintains the blades at a standstill.

HEDGE TRIMMING TECHNIQUES

Trim sides of a hedge first, and then the top.

Vertical cut:

• With the double-sided blade hedge-trimmer, model 

226HD60S/226HD75S use an arcing cut from the bottom 

upwards, then downwards to use both sides of the 

blades.

Horizontal cut:

• In order to get the best cutting results, slightly tilt the 

blade (5÷10°) towards the cutting direction.

• Cut slowly, specially with thick hedges.

 Always follow the safety precautions.

 The hedge-trimmer must only be used to trim hedges 

or small bushes. It is forbidden to cut other types of 

material. Do not use the hedge-trimmer as a lever to lift, 

move or break objects, nor lock it on fixed supports. It is 

forbidden to apply tools or applications that are not the 

ones indicated by the manufacturer onto the hedge-

trimmer’s power take-off. Do not use it for pruning trees 

or cutting grass.

• Use only as much throttle as is needed to do the job. 

Excessive engine speed is unnecessary.

• Avoid cutting thick branches, for which will damage the 

blades and shorten the life of drive systems.

• Always keep your body to the carburetor side of your 

trimmer, never on the muffler side.

• When a new machine is first operated, in the first few 

minutes grease may come out of the gear case. But, since 

this is excess grease, there is no cause for alarm. Just wipe 

it off with the engine stopped for next use.

• Always remember that the TIP of the line does cutting. 

You will achieve better results by not crowding the line 

into the cutting area. Allow the unit to trim at its own 

pace.

AIR FILTER

FUEL FILTER

• When the engine runs short of fuel supply, check the fuel 

cap and the fuel filter for blockage.

SPARK PLUG

• Starting failure and mis-firing are often caused by a 

fouled spark plug. Clean the spark plug and check that 

the plug gap is in the correct range. For a replacement 

plug, use the correct type specified by Husqvarna. 

•  REPLACEMENT PLUG IS NGK CMR7H OR CHAMPION 

RZ7C.

• Note that using any spark plug other than those 

designated may result in the engine failing to operate 

properly or in the engine becoming overheated and 

damaged.

• To install the spark plug, first turn the plug until it is 

finger tight, then tighten it a quarter turn more with a 

socket wrench.

IMPORTANT
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INTAKE AIR COOLING VENT

• Never touch the cylinder, muffler, or spark plugs with 

your bare hands immediately after stopping the engine. 

The engine can become very hot when in operation, and 

doing so could result in severe burns.

• Clean the cylinder fins with compressed air or a brush.

 If waste gets stuck and causes blockage around the 

intake air cooling vent or between the cylinder fins, 

it may cause the engine to overheat, and that in turn 

may cause mechanical failure on the part of the hedge-

trimmer.

BLADES

Clean any resin and plant reside from the blades using 

cleaning agent 531 00 75-13 (UL22) before and after using 

the machine.

• Make sure that the blade bolts are well tightened.

• The blade assembly is designed to automatically 

compensate for any play between the blades.

Check the cutting edges and reform with a flat file.

 Point :  

1. Keep the end corner sharp.  

2. Round the root of the edge.  

3. Do not use water when using a grinder.

• When mounting the blade, make sure to fasten the 

spacer, washer and bolt, then fasten the nut.

SHARPENING

Always keep the file or sharpener at an angle of 45° to the 

blade, and:

 • Always grind in the direction of the cutting edge;

 •  Note: files cut only in one direction; lift the file from the 

blade when returning to start a new pass;

 •  Remove all burr from the edge of the blade with a slip 

stone;

 • Remove as little material as possible;

 •  Before refitting the sharpened blades, remove filings 

and then apply grease.

Do not try to sharpen a damaged blade: change it or take it 

to a Service dealer.

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SAFETY LOCK

• Stop operation when the safety lock is defective.

• Safety lock is the device not to accelerate the throttle 

lever without intention. While pushing the safety lock, 

you can accelerate the throttle lever.

1. Check if the throttle lever does not move when you do 

not push the safety lock.

2. Check if the throttle lever moves when you grasp or 

release it while pushing the safety lock.

3. Check if the safety lock returns to its original position 

when you release your hand from safety lock.

ANTI-VIBRATION SYSTEM

 The deformed or damaged anti-vibration system may 

cause of the breakages like getting rickety or falling off of 

engine and/or blade

• Check periodically if the rubber cushions are not 

deformed or damaged.

PROCEDURES TO BE PERFORMED 
AFTER EVERY 100 HOURS OF USE

1. Tighten all screws, bolts, and fittings.

2. Check to see if any oil or grease has worked its way in 

between the clutch lining and drum, and if it has wipe it 

away using oil-free, lead-free gasoline.

3. Remove the muffler, insert a screwdriver into the vent, 

and wipe away any carbon buildup. Wipe away any 

carbon buildup on the muffler exhaust vent and cylinder 

exhaust port at the same time.

MUFFLER

• Inspect periodically, the muffler for loose fasteners, any 

damage or corrosion. If any sign of exhaust leakage 

is found, stop using the machine and have it repaired 

immediately.

• Note that failing to do so may result in the engine 

catching on fire.

• Before starting operation, always make sure to check if 

the muffler is properly held by three bolts. (Fastening 

Torque : 8 to 12 N·m)

• Also make sure that the speak arrester and the diffuser 

are properly attached with four bolts. (Fastening Torque : 

2 to 3 N·m)

• Even if one of seven bolts is loose, it may result in engine 

catching on fire.

SPARK ARRESTER

• The muffler is equipped with a spark arrester to prevent 

red hot carbon from flying out of the exhaust outlet. 

Periodically inspect and clean as necessary with a wire 

brush. In the State of California it is required by law 

(Section 4442 of the California Pulic Resources Code) to 

equip a spark arrester when a gas powered tool is used 

in any forest covered, bush covered, or grass covered 

unimproved land.

Case 2. Engine starts but does not keep running/Hard re-starting.

CHECK PROBABLE CAUSES ACTION

fuel tank ➞ incorrect fuel or staled fuel ➞ drain it and with correct fuel

carburetor adjustment screw ➞ out of normal range ➞ adjust to normal range

muffler,cylinder (exhaust port) ➞ carbon is built-up ➞ wipe away

air cleaner ➞ clogged with dust ➞ wash

cylinder fin, fan cover ➞ clogged with dust ➞ clean

Storage

Disposal

1. Lubricate the blade bars to prevent rust with special grease, part no. 531 00 75-12 (UL21), before long periods of storage.

2. Empty the fuel tank and put the cap back on.

3. Remove the spark plug, pour a small amount of oil into the cylinder.

4. Rotate the crankshaft several times using the starting rope in order to distribute the oil. Put the spark plug back in.

5. Wrap the engine with a plastic sheet.

6. Store the trimmer indoors in a dry place, dust free place, out of the reach of children, preferably not in direct contact with the 

floor and away from heat sources.

When disposing your machine, fuel or oil for the machine, be sure to allow your local regulations.

Also, included may be hoses, belts, 

connectors, sensors, and other emission-related assemblies. 

Where a warrantable condition exists, Husqvarna Forest & 

Garden will repair your small off-road engine at no cost to 

you including diagnosis, parts and labor.

MANUFACTURER'S WARRANTY 
COVERAGE

The emissions control system is warranted for two years. If 

any emissions-related part on your equipment is defective, 

the part will be repaired or replaced by Husqvarna Forest & 

Garden.

OWNER'S WARRANTY RESPONSIBILITIES

• As the small off-road engine owner, you are responsible for 

performance of the required maintenance listed in your 

operator’s manual. Husqvarna Forest & Garden recommends 

that you retain all receipts covering maintenance on your small 

off-road engine, but Husqvarna Forest & Garden cannot deny 

warranty solely for the lack of receipts or your failure to ensure 

the performance of all scheduled maintenance.

• As the small off-road engine owner, you should however be 

aware that the Husqvarna Forest & Garden may deny you 

warranty coverage if your small off-road engine or a part has 

failed due to abuse, neglect, or improper maintenance or 

unapproved modifications.

• You are responsible for presenting your small off-road engine 

to a Husqvarna Forest & Garden distribution center or service 

center as soon as the problem exists. The warranty repairs should 

be completed in a reasonable amount of time, not to exceed

WARRANTY COMMENCEMENT DATE

The warranty period begins on the date the engine or 

equipment is delivered to an ultimate purchaser.

LENGTH OF COVERAGE

purchaser and each subsequent owner that the engine 

or equipment is designed, built, and equipped so as 

to conform with all applicable regulations adopted by 

EPA and CARB, and is free from defects in materials and 

workmanship that causes the failure of a warranted part for 

a period of two years.

WHAT IS COVERED

REPAIR OR REPL ACEMENT OF PARTS  Repair or 

replacement of any warranted part under the warranty 

must be performed at no charge to the owner at a warranty 

station. Warranty services or repairs will be provided at 

all Husqvarna Forest & Garden distribution centers that 

are franchised to service the subject engines. Throughout 

the emissions warranty period of two years, Husqvarna 

Forest & Garden must maintain a supply of warranted parts 

sufficient to meet the expected demand for such parts.

WARRANTY PERIOD Any warranted part that is scheduled 

for replacement as required in the maintenance schedule, 

is warranted for the period of time prior to the first 

scheduled replacement point for that part. If the part fails 

prior to the first scheduled replacement, the part will be 

repaired or replaced by Husqvarna Forest & Garden at no 

cost. Any such part repaired or replaced under warranty 

is warranted for the remainder of the period prior to 

the first scheduled replacement point for the part. Any 

warranted part that is not scheduled for replacement as 

required in the maintenance schedule, is warranted for two 

years.
