(A Please remove the supporting paper tubes from rear axle before assembling , it only for
temporary fixation. )

Assemble the rear wheel to the rear axle and secure the wheel in place with a washer and M8 Nut, then
snap on the wheel cover.
Repeat the same on the other side.

Assemble a washer to the front axle, follow by the front wheel and secure in place with a washer and M8 Nut.
Snap on the wheel cover. Repeat the same on the other side.

Connect the steering wheel wire terminal and the steering column wire terminal, then assemble the
steering wheel to the steering column.

2.Dashboard

3.Power switch: Press to turn on or off the vehicle.

4 Light switch: Flip the switch to turn the light on and off.

5.Speed switch: Flip the switch to choose between fast and low speed.

6.Forward/Stop/Back:Flip the switch to choose forward/Stop/Back.

7.Flash driver port: Insert flash driver to play the music. Only support the MP3 format, it doesn't work
well if the memory storage capacity of flash driver exceed 16 GB.

8.MP3 :Insert MP3 to play the music.

9/10.Horn:Right horn and Left horn.

11.PREV/volume down:Press the button once to play the previous track. Press and hold to decrease volume.
12.Pause/play

13.Next/Volume up:Press the button once to play the next track. Press and hold to increase volume.
14.Press the mode button to switch between Bluetooth(Kidzone Ride-On) / FM / MP3 / Flash driver.

To turn direction, turn the steering wheel on the vehicle or press the left / right button on the remote
control.

To move the vehicle, step on the pedal on the vehicle or press the forward / backward button on the
remote control.

1. Press and hold the forward and backward button for 3 seconds on the remote control, the light will be flash.
2. Turn on the power of the vehicletill the lights on controller to be solid.

Remote Control mode will override all control input from the vehicle.

NOTE: If the remote controller is not used for 10 seconds, it will shut down automatically.

Replacing the battery

1. Use screwdriver to unscrew and remove the battery cover on the back side of the remote controller.
2. Replace the old battery with two new AAA 1.5V batteries in correct polarity.
3. Put the cover back in place and secure with the screw.

Charging the battery

Insert the charging cable to the charging port located below the vehicle seat.
Insert the charger plug into a wall outlet.

The vehicle must be OFF when charging.

Recharge the battery if the vehicle operates slowly.

The vehicle cannot be operated when charging.

The indicator on charger will be red during charging, and turns to blue after charge complete.

NOTE:

Damage to the battery may occur if it is completely drained.

Do not charge the battery for more than 18 hours.

Charge the battery at least once a month even if not operating the vehicle to maximize the
battery life.
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Care and Maintenance

+ Check the product regularly and make sure there is no missing or loose parts. Re-tighten any loose parts

if necessary.

= Make sure there is no cracked or broken plastic parts.
+  Keep away the product from heat and humid area, cover it with trap when not in use.

*  Turn off the product and disconnect the battery if the product is not use for a long period of time.
+  Clean the vehicle with a cloth. Use a non-wax furniture polish to restore the shininess of the plastic parts.

Do not use abrasive cleaner.

» Do not wash the product with a hose or immerse any parts in water or other liquid.
-« Occasionally use lightweight oil to lubricate moving parts
