Installation
1. Connect the Power Adapter from an AC Outlet, to the Power Input Port on the Docking Station.

2. Connect a Network Cable from a Network Port/Device to the Gigabit Ethernet Port on the back of the
Docking Station.

3. Connect USB Devices or Peripherals to the USB-A and USB-C Ports located on the front and rear of the
Docking Station.

4. Connect up to two HDMI Displays to the HDMI Outputs on the back of the Docking Station using an
HDMI Cable (sold separately).

5. Connect the included 3.3ft (1m) Host Cable from the USB-C Host Connection on the back of the
Docking Station to a USB-C Port on the Laptop.

Press the Power Button on the front to power on the Docking Station.
7. The Host Computer will automatically detect the Docking Station and install the required Drivers.
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
