EASY INSTALLATION

OFF oN 1. Turn off the circuit breaker.
II 2.Determine placement of can between joists or drop
ceiling grid. Consider accessibility to electrical supply.
Turn Power OFF - Refer to the center mark on steel frame (see image).
Mark center line on joist or grid with pencil.
- If aligning multiple lights in a row, consider use of
an architectural element as a reference point.

4.Secure bar hangers to joist or grid.
- Joist Ceiling - Extend bar hangers to fit between
joists. Hanger bar flange should be level with
bottom of joist (see image). Position fixture
temporarily by hammering preinstalled nails into joists.
- Suspended/Drop Ceilings — Extend bar hangers
1" past T-bars, then rest fixture on T-bars.
Secure fixture to T-bars with wire.

- Convenient slots on all sides of fixture allow you to
reposition bar hangers to suit your needs.

5. Slide housing along hangers to reposition can.
Align housing center mark with your pencil mark.
+ Secure housing on hangers by tightening
indicated screw
- If using joists, finalize placement by driving nails
in fully.

Remove
a knockout. Feed supply wires through knockout.
- Consider addition of a tension reliever (not included)
to secure wires to j-box or adding wire staples (not
included) for cable management outside the j-box.

9.Use a compass and your can’s center mark to
determine hole placement. Cut a 6.3” diameter
hole in the ceiling with a drywall saw.

8.Tuck wires into j-box. To replace the cover, slide tab on
j-box lid into the slot then push to clamp opposite side.

RETROFIT INSTALLATION
10.0nce ceiling is installed:

« Attach retrofit to housing with the TP24 cconnector

+ Line up trim ring with the can opening

+ Hook downlight springs into the housing ears or clip

+ Push downlight up into the housing until it is secured
