1. Place the Battery Pack on a dry
fireproof surface in a room where the
temperature is from 50-104° F.

Note: If recharging a newly spent Battery Pack,
allow it to cool completely before charging.

2. Examine the Battery Pack.
It must be undamaged, and an
12V, Li-ion Battery Pack.
Do not charge a cracked, open, or
leaking Battery Pack, or charge a
non-recommended type of Battery Pack.

Plug the Charger into a grounded,
120VAC, 60Hz receptacle.

4. Connect the Charger to the Battery Pack.

Note: The Battery Pack’s capacity will increase
somewhat during the first few charging

cycles. A fully discharged Battery Pack will
take about 3-5 hours to fully charge.

The red LED on the Battery Pack will light
continuously when it is charging. LED light will
turn green when Battery Pack is fully charged.
Unplug the Charger and disconnect it
from the Battery Pack when finished.
